    La razón es que los libros de texto dan una lista de phrasal verbs tras otra, sin ningún contexto y sin ningun repaso, suponen que la gente ve una combinación una vez y ya la tiene memorizada sin más.

    QUÉ ES UN PHRASAL VERB?


     


    Un phrasal verb es un verbo que va seguido de una partícula. La partícula es una preposición o un adverbio que cambia el significado del verbo. Da dirección al verbo (adverbial phrase) o otro significado distinto al verbo original (phrasal verb). 


    Aquí no diferencio mucho, aunque algunos libros lo hacen, entre adverbial phrases y phrasal verbs. La cuestión es que la partícula da una información importante, cambiando el significado del verbo. 


    También se podría decir que expresiones como “look forward to” y “get rid of” no son phrasal verbs exactamente. Acepto el argumento, pero los incluyo aquí porque son importantes.


     


     


     


    


  

  

    REALMENTE SE USAN LOS PHRASAL VERBS?


     


    Sí. Se usan todos los días. Más en conversación que escrito. 


    Algunas ideas son muy difíciles (o incluso imposible) de explicar sin phrasal verbs. Otras se pueden expresar usando otras palabras, pero la gente suele usar el phrasal verb. 


    Incluso si no usas muchos phrasal verbs al hablar, es imprescindible entenderlos. Son una parte importante del idioma que cualquier nativo usa sin pensar. Incluso muchos nativos piensan que es más facil entenderles si usan palabras pequeñas.  Así dicen “Let’s get on with it” cuando sería mucho más facil para un hispanohablante entender “Let’s continue.” 


     


     


     


    


  

  

    CUÁL ES LA MEJOR MANERA DE APRENDERLOS?


     


    Muchos libros dan un ejemplo o dos de un phrasal verb y dan por hecho que lo has aprendido. La realidad es que una persona necesita alrededor de 7 ejemplos para memorizar algo. Las palabras cobran significado cuando las vemos en una variedad de contextos. Por eso, en este libro, doy relativamente pocos vebos, con muchos ejemplos y ejercicios. 


    Es mejor hacer pocas cosas y hacerlas bien que hacer muchas cosas y hacerlas mal!


    Es imprescindible volver a estudiar las mismas cosas varias veces. La repetición no es lo más divertido del mundo, pero sirve para aprender cualquier cosa que uno se plantea en esta vida.


    Estudia un par de phrasal verbs un día. Vuelve a repetirlos el día siguiente, y repásalos al cabo de una semana y al cabo del mes. Son cuatro repeticiones (de varios ejemplos de cada phrasal verb), lo cual te da bastante para que entre en la memoria a largo plazo.


     


     


     


    


  

  

    GRAMÁTICA DE LOS PHRASAL VERBS


     


    Los phrasal verbs tienen unas reglas propias que tienes que saber para usarlos bien. 


    Primero, lo que siempre tenemos que tener en cuenta es que la partícula es igual que importante que el verbo.


     


    Él está mirando a Susan. = He’s looking at Susan.


     


    Él está buscando a Susan. = He’s looking for Susan.


     


    Entre “look at” y “look for” hay una enorme diferencia, en español incluso se dicen con verbos distintos. 


    Hay más que se debe saber sobre phrasal verbs. 


     


     


     


    TRANSITIVOS E INTRANSITIVOS


     


    Los hay transitivos y intransitivos. O sea, que unos aceptan un complemento y otros no.


     


    Por ejemplo: 


     


    Quítate la chaqueta = Take off your jacket.


     


    Aquí “take off” es transitivo (el complemento es your jacket)


     


    El avión despega a las 3:30. = The plane takes off at 3:30. 


     


    Aquí “take off” es intransitivo. El avión despega, simplemente, y no acepta un complemento.


     


     


     


    SEPARABLES E INSEPARABLES


     


    Los hay separables, y los hay no separables. O sea, que algunos no se molestan si separas la partícula del verbo, poniendo el complemento en medio. (Claro que si el phrasal verb es intransitivo, no tiene complemento y no puede separarse para poner el complemento en medio.)


     


    Separables:


    I’m putting my jacket on. 


    He’s taking his shoes off.


    They’re trying to work the problem out.


     


    Inseparables:


    I’m looking for an apartment.


    She’s looking after her sister.


    He got rid of his old books.


     


    Cuando usamos un pronombre (me, you, him, her, it, us, them) como complemento de un phrasal verb separable, tenemos que separarlo.


     


    Por ejemplo:


    I’m putting on my jacket. = I’m putting it on.


    He’s taking off his shoes. = He’s taking them off.


    They’re trying to work out the problem. = They’re trying to work it out.


     


    Si usamos un pronombre con un phrasal verb inseparable, obviamente, no separamos.


     


    She’s looking after him.


    He got rid of them.

    to get up = levantarse. 


     


    to wake (someone) up = despertarse (no necesariamente lo mismo que levantarse). 


     


    Dormirse se dice “go to sleep.”

    I went to sleep late last night, so I got up late this morning.

    She’s just started going out with a guy she met on holiday.


     


    They’ve been going out since high school.


     


    I usually go out on Saturday nights. Friday nights I stay in.


     


    He went out last night, and came home late, so today he’s very tired.

    to look after someone/something = cuidar a algo o alguien, especialmente un niño, una mascota, o algo que no cuida a si mismo.


     


    He’s looking after my plants while I’m away on holiday.


     


    Could you look after the baby tomorrow night while I’m out?


     


    I don’t mind looking after your dog, but I don’t like looking after cats.


     


    He always gets his sister to look after the kids on Saturdays.


     


    While I was busy looking after Jimmy, Sally fell down and scraped her knee.


     


    If you get a babysitter to look after the kids, we can go out.


     


    My aunt used to come over and look after my sister and I every morning.

    to get on with someone = llevarse bien con alguien. 


     


    Si va en negativo, significa llevarse mal. También acepta adverbios (well, very well, pretty well, extremely well, better, best, etc) entre las partículas on y with.


     


    She doesn’t get on very well with her boss, but she gets on extremely well with her coworkers. 


     


    Do you get on with your parents?


     


    How do you get on with your classmates?


     


    I’ve been getting on better with my mother the last few years.


     


    I get on pretty well with all my cousins, but I get on best with my cousin Phil.


     


    I don’t get on terribly well with people like him. He’s so annoying!

    to put something on = ponerse una prenda, etc. 


     


    to take something off = quitar una prenda, etc.


     


    He took off his jacket and hung it up behind the door. 


     


    You should take off your hat in the Cathedral. 


     


    In many countries, it’s customary to take off your shoes when you go in the house. In winter, people put on slippers to keep their feet warm.


     


    Why don’t you put on your raincoat? You’re getting wet!


     


    Did you put on sunblock when you went to the beach? You’re sunburnt!


     


    If I take off my glasses, I won’t be able to read the newspaper.


     


    She put on her gloves so she wouldn’t get her hands dirty in the garden.


     


    take off = despegar (un avión) Lo contrario es land o touch down.


     


    Sorry for the delay, the plane will be taking off in just a few minutes.

    She opened the door and turned on the light.


     


    The lights are programmed to turn off automatically after a minute.


     


    We should turn on the air conditioning. It’s getting hot.


     


    I’m going to turn off the stove. The soup is cooked.


     


    If you turn off the heating when you leave, you’ll save electricity.


     


    Could you turn off the TV? I’m finished watching it.

    When he started out writing songs, he never imagined he’d end up being in a band.


     


    I started out thinking I was going to go to New York, but I ended up going to Istanbul.

    Could you please turn down the music? I can’t sleep!


     


    If we turn up the heat, we’ll be more comfortable. It must be below freezing outside. 


     


    She turned down the volume on her mp3 player so she could concentrate better.


     


    He turned up the TV when his favorite music video came on.


     


    “turn up” tiene otro significado: aparecer (inesperadamente)


     


    I was looking for the cat all afternoon, eventually she turned up under the sofa.


     


    Her keys finally turned up, but by that time they’d already called a locksmith.


     


    “turn something/someone down” también tiene otro significado: rechazar.


     


    He asked her out several times, but she always turned him down.

    to set out = partir, ir de viaje


     


    to get back = volver de viaje, o simplemente volver. 


     


    El sentido normal de irse o salir se expresa con “go” o “leave.”

    He left for work early in the morning, and didn’t get back until 11 o’clock at night.


     


    The bus gets back to town around 6. Can you come to the station to pick me up?
